Burson Center Exceeds Expectations

The Burson Center’s impacts
after its first year of operation
reveal we have outperformed
estimates in all outcome cate-
gories, including job creation
and leveraged private invest-
ment.

The original estimates for out-
comes were based upon the
number of clients expected in
the Burson Center’s first year
using a methodology developed
by Carroll Tomorrow’s own Car-
lianne Patrick Crotty.

The Burson Center can boast
twenty clients for its first year,
in addition to the space occu-
pied by resource provider part-
ners.

In an analysis of ten reporting
Clients who had developed
quantifiable growth data, we
created 47 direct jobs - 14
more than originally estimated.

Including contract employees
and sub-contractors in the esti-
mate, the Burson Center clients
created a total of 118 jobs dur-
ing the first year of the Center’s
operation. Using the Carroll
County employment multiplier
for back-office operations, the
total number of jobs created in
the community as a result of
Burson Center clients was an
astounding 150.

Clients also invested more
money than originally antici-
pated. The direct leveraged
investment outcome measures
the amount of private money
spent by the start-ups. Clients
invested $2,665,150, which is
over two and a half times the
original estimate of $913,557.

Upon including the private

funds spent by contract employ-

ees and sub-contractors, the
Burson Center clients invested
more $3.7 million in the Carroll
County community. After ac-
counting for the multiplier effect
of that spending, the induced
leveraged private investment
from the Burson Center tops $6
million.

By every measure the Burson
Center’s first year has been a
remarkable success. With this
kind of success, Carroll Tomor-
row can’t wait to see what hap-
pens at the Burson Center in
year two.
